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CHAMP TAKES TORONTO!
Roaring into the 2006 International AIDS Conference in Toronto, CHAMP
launched the Solidarity Project. Furthering our mission to bridge domestic
and international solidarity work by promoting the importance of advocacy
based in solidarity and human rights, CHAMP and our allies took advantage of
the media focus at this bi-annual event and staged demonstrations to
highlight the U.S. government's exportation of failed HIV prevention policies
overseas, as well as its wrongheaded focus on HIV testing without adequate

funding for prevention, care, and treatment here at home.

In collaboration with the Harm Reduction Coalition, CHAMP seized on this year's conference theme
"Time to Deliver,” creating an activist blog to provide highlights from conference sessions and
related events, bring reports and materials from direct actions, rallies and community efforts,
and to talk back to media coverage of the conference. The blog promoted open debate
and brought the real voices and images of people with HIV and allies at the conference
through multimedia postings. Www.timetodeliver.org facilitated contributions from 35 activists
working on issues ranging from gender and human rights, U.S. domestic and global policies,
prevention research, discrimination and stigma, drug users, prisons, racial justice, women living
with HIV, gay men and other men who have sex with men, and youth. The blog received over
30,000 hits daily, and provided the sights and sounds of the conference from the activist
perspective.
